Rules & Regulation 

The First Edition of the Somaiya House Cup 2025 will take place from 24th
March to 28th March 2025.
The Technical Committee from Somaiya Sports Academy will select the
best players to compete.
Only current registered Somaiya Institute students with a valid ID card are
allowed to participate. Each player must ensure they are fit to compete.
All teams must report at least 30 minutes before their scheduled match.
Failure to do so may result in automatic walk over.
Players are expected to uphold the spirit of the game. Any form of
misconduct, including abusive language, arguing with officials, or
unsportsmanlike behavior, will lead to disciplinary action.
The referees' and match officials’ decisions are final and binding. Any
disputes or concerns must be raised formally with the organizing
committee.
Respect towards teammates, opponents, referees, and event staff is
mandatory. Aggressive behavior, intentional fouls, or attempts to disrupt
the event will not be tolerated.
Any protest regarding match decisions must be submitted to the
organizing committee within 30 minutes after the match’s completion.
Players must wear appropriate sports attire and footwear. Use of event-
provided equipment is mandatory unless stated otherwise.
First aid and medical support will be available on-site. Participants should
inform the organizers of any pre-existing medical conditions.
Supporters and spectators must adhere to event guidelines and maintain
a respectful atmosphere. Any disruptive behavior may result in removal
from the venue.
The organizing committee is not responsible for any injuries, lost
belongings, or personal disputes. Players are advised to take necessary
precautions.
All participants must follow the tournament rules, and any form of
cheating, match-fixing, or unfair advantage will lead to immediate
disqualification.
